Allow me to express my very deep concern about the fact that children as young as 12
years old have been exposed to torture, Dine Talun, Halil Tbrahim Okkali and Mahirir G, are three of
these children. Surely this must be stopped!

Itis of vital importance that directives be sent affirming that all detained children
should only be questioned by a public prosecutor in the presence of a lawver as required by Article 19
of Law 2253, that relatives will be promptly informed of detention and given access to the children, and
that strong actions taken whenever such provisions are ignored by police.

I am writing to you as a member of Amnesty International, the world-wide
human rights organization.

I am gravely concerned that the anti-corruption activist GABRIEL RUFYIRI
has been detained on charges of “defamation”, apparently for revealing
allegations ol corruption and embezzlement by the Burundian authorities.

I urge the authorities to release hime immediately and unconditionally, as he
is a prisoner of conscience, detained solely for expressing his right to
freedom of expression.

I call on the authorities to carry out a full and prompt independent
investigation into the allegations of harassment and intimidation of
OLUCOME staff members, and to bring those responsible to justice.

I call on the authorities to issue clear instructions to all police and
intelligence serices that members of OLUCOME and their families must be
granted their full protection.
